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Types of reading comprehension questions:

1. Author’s purpose: Why is the author writing this piece? To inform? Entertain? Persuade? Enlighten?
2. Point of view: How does the author or a person mentioned in the reading feel about a specific topic?
3. Main idea/ supporting details: The main idea usually NOT directly said in the passage, you need to read the entire passage. Supporting details can be found directly in the passage, you need to return to the passage to find them.
4. Vocabulary: must use context clues; go back to the word in the passage to see how it is being used. 
5. Making inferences: Figure out missing details based on what you know from the reading and prior knowledge.
6. Drawing conclusions: you need to piece information together to determine facts. You do NOT use any prior or outside knowledge. 

7. Sequence questions: Asks about the order of events in a reading.
